3 Horns-cattle shall be polled or properly dehorned except calf months or younger, unless required by
Breed Association to have horns intact.

4 Exhibitors allowed 2 entries in individual classes.

5 NO BULL shall be allowed to enter the grounds or remain thereon, without being safely secured, a
person in charge or managing it, and if over 1 year old, without a substantial ring in its nose. All bulls
must be confined to the barns unless being led for judging.
